An introduction to the theory and method of social psychology and the influence of social factors on human behavior.  Emphasis is placed on understanding behavior as the individual interacts with others in the social environment (S8-900) Prerequisite:  PSY 130 or Soc 100

The course is designed for transfer students and others who are interested in understanding human behavior.

· Identify and appraise the theoretical, methodological, and ethical controversies of psychology that have stimulated intellectual debate and empirical research.
